The City of Sturgis Department of Public Services will be flushing hydrants in 
April following this schedule.This is a tentative schedule subject to weather 
conditions.

TUESDAY, APRIL 22: THE AREA SOUTH OF EAST CHICAGO ROAD AND     
     EAST OF SOUTH NOTTAWA STREET. 
WEDNESDAY, APRIL 23: THE AREA SOUTH OF WEST CHICAGO ROAD 
     AND WEST OF SOUTH NOTTAWA STREET. 
THURSDAY, APRIL 24: THE AREA NORTH OF EAST CHICAGO ROAD 
     AND EAST OF NORTH NOTTAWA STREET. 
FRIDAY, APRIL 25: THE AREA NORTH OF WEST CHICAGO ROAD AND 
     WEST OF NORTH NOTTAWA STREET TO NORTH CENTERVILLE
     ROAD. 

Should any water discoloration occur at your faucet, let the water flow for 
several minutes until it becomes clear. If the discoloration persists, or if you 
have questions, contact the Department of Public Services at 651-2879.

Spring 2008 Leaf & Brush Pick-up 
The Public Services Department is preparing for this year's spring leaf and 
brush pick-up which will begin the first full week of April. Leaves and brush 
will be picked up at the same time. All residents should have their leaves and 
brush on the terrace or in the yard next to the roadway. For safety reasons, 
please do not put leaves or brush in the roadway. All brush must be cut to 
lengths of 8 feet or less and should be neatly stacked and separated from the 
leaves. Please, do not pile leaves or brush near the roadway more than 48 
hours in advance of the pick-up. See the following schedule for details.

MONDAY APRIL 7 - Pick-up for residents north of Chicago Road.
THURSDAY APRIL 10 - Pick-up for residents south of Chicago Road.

DPS crews will begin the pick-up on the north side of the City and work their 
way south. Weather conditions and varying amounts of leaves and brush 
make it difficult to adhere to a strict schedule. Therefore, it is necessary to 
have your materials ready for pick-up and crews will get to them as quickly as 
possible. If you are unable to meet this month's schedule, our crews will be 
back the first full week of each month through October.

The Compost Site
City residents may take yard waste materials to the compost site beginning 
April 7. Please note that new compost site hours are as follows:

The compost site hours during the months of April, October and November 
will be 12:00 noon to 6:00 p.m. Mondays and Thursdays and 9:00 a.m. to 
5:00 p.m. Saturdays. The compost site hours during the months of May 
through September will be 12:00 noon to 7:30 p.m. Mondays and Thursdays 
and 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Saturdays.

A Note on Potholes
Due to this year's extreme winter weather with numerous freeze-thaw cycles, 
a large number of potholes have developed in city streets. The Department 
of Public Services will have crews filling and patching potholes throughout 
the City as they develop. If you see a dangerous pothole that we have not yet

Playing the Name Game
One of the priorities for the Sturgis City Commission this year was implementation 
of the Excellence in Neighborhoods Initiative, a comprehensive strategy that utilizes 
several programs to help improve neighborhoods and stabilize property values by 
building pride in home ownership and community. The initiative is the collaborative 
effort of the City of Sturgis and the Sturgis Neighborhood Program (SNP).

Starting in January, the City and SNP began the Neighborhood Designation 
program, one of the Excellence in Neighborhoods components. The program 
is utilizing a series of community meetings to help gather citizen input on 
neighborhood boundaries and names.  The ultimate goal is to use the resulting 
designations to increase community pride and neighborhood togetherness, as 
well as to provide organizing units for future community meetings and gathering of 
public input.

In February, three community meetings were held, with participating citizens 
developing a preliminary map of neighborhoods with suggested names. All 
boundaries and designations are at this point tentative, with the hope that 
publicizing these citizen efforts will produce greater community feedback. To be 
truly successful, the Neighborhood Designation program needs citizens to take an 
active roll in the process so that the results are ones that they are comfortable with 
and willing to utilize in the future. 

Both the City of Sturgis and Sturgis Neighborhood Program thank all the citizens 
who volunteered their time to participate in one or more of the community meetings. 
If you have not had a chance to participate, you are encouraged to provide 
feedback about the neighborhood maps that are currently being circulated. Look for 
information on future meetings and opportunities to comment on the City's website

Recycling Continues 
in Sturgis

This January the City Commission voted to continue a curbside recycling program 
within the City of Sturgis.  Since last February, the City had been participating in a 
curbside recycling pilot program with St. Joseph County that provided the service 
free of charge.  Requests for proposal from curbside recycling service providers 
were collected February 12th and on February 27th the City Commission approved 
a proposal for service submitted by Borden Waste-Away Service.  Details of the 
service contract are being negotiated and are expected to be approved at the time 
of publication.  To ensure seamless curbside recycling service, in January the City 
extended its contract with Republic Waste.  Service will continue as before through 
April of 2008 when Borden Waste-Away will take over service provision.  

As of February 1st, 2008, the program is funded by the City and paid for with a 
charge to residents on the summer tax bill. The charge will be of an amount no 
greater than $2.00 per month.  The charge for recycling and disposal service is 
authorized by state statute and approved by the City Commission. The final charge 
you will see on your tax bill will depend on the new service contract.  Again, the 
City can only charge up to $2.00 per month. The charge will appear on your tax 
bill as one dollar amount, so the amount on your tax bill will be up to, but not more 
than, $24.00 once a year.

The fee will be assessed to all Sturgis City residents, regardless of use of the 
service.  Once the new contract is finalized, only City residents will have curbside 
recycling collected.  Residents of township "islands" within the City will not receive 
the service. Currently, apartment complexes do not receive recycling service. For 
the new contract, the City has requested service to apartments, so depending 
upon contract costs, these properties may receive service in the future.
